T4 TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
Polythene hopper   T4 25litres, T5 70 litres

Projects slug pellets and small seeds from 3 to 12 metres in width.

Larger turbine available as an optional extra to take spread width to 24 metres.

12 volt motor.

INSTALLATION  
The T4 or T5 should be positioned in the centre of the cultivator or drill for best results. However, it is possible to offset the applicator as the turbine block can be swivelled to work from an offset position. 
Connect the electrics either directly to the vehicle battery or to a cigar lighter with a 30 amp fuse as protection.

The disc on the applicator should be 0.70m to 1.20m above the ground when it is in the working position.

Make sure the motor turns in an anticlockwise direction as indicated by the arrow.

BULLOCK TILLAGE
SPREAD WIDTH AND FLOW ADJUSTMENT
Spread width is adjusted by altering the baffle plate opening.

For example: for a working width of 4 metres the shutter should be open @ 6cm.

If the spread pattern is more to one side, turn the motor turbine to alter the spread.

Flow rate adjustment is altered by moving the slide indicated on the graduated scale.

SETTING THE FLOW RATE 
The flow rate is calculated in kg per hour. 

Working width x speed x dose rate per hectare.

For example: a 4 metre working width x 6 km/hour = 2.4 hectares per hour.
2.4 x 5kg per hectare (dose rate) = 12 kg/hour which is between 5 and 6 in the settings table.

BULLOCK TILLAGE
SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
Disconnect the spreader from battery or any other power supply before doing any work on it.

No person must be close to the machine when it is operating especially in the spreading zone.

Regularly check that all nuts and bolts are tight.

Keep the spreader clean so inspection and potential problems can be easily noticed.

The pellets used for spreading may be toxic. It is essential to wear a face mask when filling the spreader.

Be aware and keep up to date with legislation and good practice procedures for the application of slug pellets and other products spread through the applicator.

Store the applicator under cover.
